FUEL 
 
FILL THE FUEL TANK WITH CLEAN KEROSENE,NO.1 FUEL OI L OR NO.1 DIESEL FUEL ONLY. KEROSENE 
IS RECOMMENDED FOR USE WHEN THE TEMPERATURE DROPS BELOW ZERO DEGREES FAHRENHEIT 
(-18 CELSIUS). IN EXTREMELY COLD WEATHER, CONDENSAT ION MAY DEVELOP IN THE TANK AND IT IS 
 RECOMMENDED THAT A TABLESPOON OF DE-ICER BE ADDED TO EACH GALLON (4 LITERS) OF FUEL 
IN THE TANK. 
 
WARNING:TO AVOID FIRE, WIPE UP ANY SPILLED FUEL IMM EDIATELY. 
 
STARTING/STOPPING HEATER 
 
TO START 
 
PLUG THE HEATER INTO A GROUNDED OUTLET. IF THE HEAT ER SHOULD FAIL TO START, SMOKE  
EXCESSIVELY OR FIRE INTERMITTENTLY, UNPLUG IT IMMED IATELY AND CALL YOUR RENTAL AGENT. 
 
IN COLD WEATHER, STARTING MAY BE IMPROVED BY HOLING  A FINGER OVER THE END OF THE PRESSURE 
ADJUSTMENT SCREW UNTIL THE HEATER STARTS. 
 
THIS UNIT IS EQUIPPED WITH A CIRCUIT BREAKER LOCATE D NEAR THE POWER CORD. IF THE UNIT 
DOES NOT  
START, CHECK TO SEE THAT THE RESET IS PRESSED IN.
